An Epistemic Premise

he history of the human and social sciences, including the military,

shows their common origin from classical historiography and the

related geographic, constitutional, strategic and tactical excursions.
The first late ancient constellation of European social knowledge, which
lasted ten centuries, was radically removed from the cultural revolution of
the Renaissance and from the birth of that “modern” regime which in three
centuries would have become “ancient”. The distinction between “ancient”
and “modern”, in the context of war knowledge, however, still remains that
emerged in 1521 with the Art of War by Machiavelli. This is nothing more
than a “modern” and “practical” reinterpretation of Vegetius, one of the late
ancient epitomes (coeval with the jurisprudential “law of quotations”) which
became part of medieval culture and chivalric paideia. The cultural revolution
of the Renaissance consists in fact of a colossal “modernization” of “clas-
sical” culture, the result of philology, historical criticism, cartography and
printing. This, incidentally, is the real “revolution” that precedes and also de-
termines the new military applications of mathematics and technology that
are the subject of the recent Historikerstreit on the s. c. “Early modern military
revolution” (ILARI, 2002).

The usus modernus of an ancient de-historicized knowledge paradoxically
“historicizes” social knowledge, reassembling it into a new constellation of
literary genres, which evolve, or claim to stand, in “scientific” approaches.
Until the birth of “civil history”, war remains the canvas of historiography,
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centered on pomp, monarchists or republicans; but the science of war breaks
down into the legal (ius belli ac pacis), political (raison d’état), institutional
(diplomatic and military officia), practical (art of war) and technical (fortifi-
cation, artillery and marine) dimensions, but also military applications of
medicine, hippology, law, political economys, statistics, geosciences, chivalric
science). The art of war in particular is “historicized” by the same need to
grasp the differences of the “modern” compared to an “ancient” seen as a
model. Thus the practical literature of the modern captains is opposed by a
“cult” literature of ecclesiastics and academics on the military discipline of
the Greeks and Romans, which from Giusto Lipsio and Alberico Gentili' will
continue at least until the classic Kromayer-Veith?. The theme of the future as
a return to the past does not end with the famous comment yo Polybius by the
chevalier de Folard, but continues until the controversy of 1816 between
Napoleon and General Rogniat; and in addition to the Greco-Roman model,
in the framework of Eurocentric “orientalism”, the Chinese model, with the
splendid Jesuit translation of the Sunzi-Bingfa® and Les militaires au-dela du
Gange* by the chevalier de Lo-Looz.

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History of Operation / Operational history

Disciplinary specialization also reverberates on the same historiography.
Since the beginning of the 18th century, the memorials and the biography of
the great captains and lower-ranking witnesses have been accompanied by a
“military” history of war distinct from “civil” or “political” history. And in
the Royal Navy’s traditional historiography the same “technical-institutional”
part (high command, planning, recruitment, ordering, administration, financ-
ing, discipline, logistics) is qualified as a “civil history of”, distinct from the
strictly “military” one”, relating exclusively to operations®.

At the origin of the history of the operations there are neither Thucydides,
nor the pugna Cannensis nor the Caesarian commentaries nor the Machiavellian
confrontation between the militia of the ancients and the moderns: retrospective
sources, not models of military history. At the origin of the discipline there is
instead the typical work of intelligence, namely the systematic collection and
systematic use for studies and reports of studies and reports from ambassadors,
spies and commanders,correspondence of peripheral commands, interrogations
of prisoners , socio-economic statistics, cartography, strategic projects,
operational plans, technical-scientific studies, industrial secrets, models of
machines, ships and fortifications (‘“plan-réliefs”). The most famous, although
perhaps not the oldest systematic collection of this type of material, is the one
started in 1675 at the Dépot de la guerre annexed to the French court and
flanked since 1699 by the analogous Dépét de la marine, equivalent to
praetoria who elaborated the Caesarian commentaries, and embryo of the
“general staff” in the present sense of the term®.

It was the knowledge accumulated in the Dépots that translated the grand
dessein of Louis XIV into reality as well as the great strategy of Lazare
Carnot, the revolutionary “organisateur de la victoire”, and the “Indian” goal
of the Bonaparte’s Egyptian expedition. It was not the classics of military art,
but the topographical studies the texts that Bonaparte says he read feverishly

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in the two weeks of August 1794 in which, prisoner in the Fort Carré of
Antibes, he challenged the prospect of an inglorious death by deepening the
study of the Bassignana maneuver carried out in 1745, on the advice of the
Franco-Savoyard engineer Bourcet, by the French-Spanish Army commanded
by Marshal Maillebois: and now imitated, in the general concept, by the
Armée d’Italie, bypassing from Liguria the Austro-Sardinian stronghold in
the Upper Nice area.

The history of the campaigns represents a form of historical intelligence
and a development of the “historical-statistical memories” compiled by the
geographic engineers in support of the topographic maps of marches, sieges
and battles’. Study completed by retrospective surveys on the ground (Staff
Ride, Kriegsspiele, militirische Reise) and made possible also by a very rapid
international sharing and by a relative objectivity of the information, which
lasted until beyond 1815, which today seems astonishing to us, but which was
consistent with the different role of newspapers, propaganda and intelligence
and with a non-totalitarian perception of conflicts.

This explains the role of military history in the formation of the staff
officers and the “historical offices” established at the beginning of the
nineteenth century by all European armies (and then also by many navies) in
the context of the general staff . They did not serve to train commanders, but
to support the activity of the general staff with the professional and targeted
study of the previous and national and foreign experiences.

The Kriegsgeschichte from “learned lesson”
to “Whig interpretation”

The purpose of the history of operations is, according to a famous Bis-
marck aphorism, “to learn from the experience of others rather than from
one’s own”, to systematize “lessons learned” at no cost at a high price of
blood. Already with the seven-year war, and especially during the Napoleon-
ic wars, the critical reconstruction of the campaigns becomes functional to the
study of tactics and strategy and to the extraction of the “principles” of the

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war. A type of scientific and finalized history expressed in the History of the
Late War in Germany by Humprey Evans Lloyd (1766) and then again in
1797 with the history of the war of the first coalition of Gerhard Johann
David von Scharnhorst, a Hanoverian artilleryman of bourgeois extraction,
rightly considered the founder of scientific military history. Then continued
by Jomini and Clausewitz, whose monographs on the campaigns of the Anti-
French Coalitions then intellectually made possible the different project of
the Vom Kriege, unsurpassed attempt of a metahistorical theory of war®.

During the 19th century, military historiography specialized in subgenres:
history of war (Kriegsgeschichte), of the art of war (Kriegskunst, Krieg-
fiihrung), of warfare (Kriegswesens), of military sciences (Kriegswissen-
schaften), of armies (Heeresverfassung, Heerwesen), of naval warfare (Naval
history, Geschichte der Seekriege, Seewesens), of Sea Power or Sea Control
(Seemacht / Seeherrschaft). Not to mention the particular applications to the
functional history (general and national) of the individual components of the
armed force (command, various weapons, services, armaments, training,
recruitment), individual (general and admirals) and collective biography
(weapon stories, of corps, regiments), information and debate journals, librar-
ies and systematic bibliography.

If all historiography, even critical, is necessarily and unconsciously ideo-
logical, the Kriegsgeschichte (KG) is such to the highest degree. The aloof-
ness of the European military historiography from the professional critique of
the operations begins in the Romantic, Herderian climate, that generates a
military history of “peoples” / “races”, contrasting two antiquities, the classi-
cal (Greco-Roman but also Persian) and the “Germanic”. Every people,
indeed every civilization, has its own style of war, which is reflected in its
characteristic weapons. KG does not raise the socio-political question of the
“causes” of the war, but rather that of its “origin” implicitly traced back to
what Huntington will rediscover in 1992 as a “clash of civilizations”. Func-
tional to the national-liberal, capitalist and imperialist revolution that since
1848 has led «civil Europe» to the «suicide» of 1914, the KG is a constitutive
part of social Darwinism and progressivism that informs the bourgeois vision

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of war and the state. Study the war and the military “in the context” (im Rah-
men) of history and political “constitution™ legitimizes the transfer of the KG
from the generals to the eggheads.

The political commitment, the chair long denied by the University of Ber-
lin, the polemics with the military caste, made Delbriick an icon and almost
a proto-martyr' of the civilian military strategists and historians who flour-
ished in the 1969/70 American and English universities and spread through-
out the West after the end of the Soviet kathékon in a whirlwind of cultural
turns and new studies (social, peace, global, gender, memory...). Yet it was
Delbriick himself, in 1899, who launched a harsh attack against Jan Bloch,
another civilian and (alleged) heretic, through which the Russian government
had skillfully orchestrated the First Hague Conference (albeit without obtain-
ing the balanced disarmament requested by the Russian military to consent to
the transfer of funds from the modernization of artillery to the extension of
the Trans-Siberian Railway). The thesis of the Russian military, sponsored by
Bloch, was that nations could not stand the “war of friction” produced by the
growing lethality of armaments, and that this represented an epochal “discon-
tinuity” in the history of the war. It was precisely the latter that Delbriick
contested: “overturning” Clausewitz, Delbriick saw in the war of friction not
a fatality but an opportunity, and the British example in the Napoleonic wars
and before that the (obliged) cunctatio of Frederick II and Pericles allowed
him to continue to believe in “continuity” of war!'.

This is in fact — as Dennis Showalter and Jeremy Black have noted about

the debate on “Military Revolutions” — not only the basis of the liberal-con-
servative (Whig) vision of history'2, but of Kriegsgeschichte itself as well as
of American strategic literature, which being mainly academic and highly
self-referential, tends to a “positive” and cumulative vision of knowledge.

General history and corporal history

Unlike in America, Britain and Eastern Europe, in Western Europe staffs
and universities have not established any real cooperation in the study of
military history. After 1945 Staffs have gradually stopped dealing with it
(except for a residual French attention to lessons learning and collection of
field memory), transferring the historical services from operations to media.
Universities have ignored the issues of war and military, thus leaving them to
self-taught enthousiasts without historical training or military competence.
Once termed Cold War, pacifism and antimilitarism, Western European
universities reconsidered war and military, however not as real research fields
to be sanitized, plowed and fertilized before they could be cultivated, but as
an opportunity for subsidies for temporary workers and sponsorship from
bureaucratic corporations, both in uniform and “in tie”. So after 1989 the
relations between staffs and universities went from mutual prejudice to
ceremonious respect, as intense as it was devoid of real scientific content.

Over time, a few dozen European academic historians have deservedly
credited themselves as “military historians” for the quality and systematic
nature of their scientific contribution. Some have even held courses and
chairs formally named after this discipline. But their academic affiliations
have remained those of origin, firstly contemporary history, then modern,
ancient and medieval history. The specificity and the different difficulty of
reading the sources justifies the breakdown by age, but this is also true for the
history of art, law, medicine, science, which have also been recognized as

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autonomous historical disciplines. This recognition is instead denied to
military history alone, with the argument, repeated e.g. by André Corvisier,
that it is “part of the general history”.

Unfortunately, “general history” in itself does not mean anything, apart
from evoking that naive taxonomy that Fueter (regarding the Voltaire Siecle
de Louis XIV) called “Schubladensystem” and Lucien Febvre “le systeme de
la commode”, in whose drawers place neatly the various sectors and
subsectors of reality and its historiography (politics, art, law, economics, war
and armies). This vision does not target the historical criticism of the present,
but the mere reconstruction of the past, the “histoire-tableau”, the “static
pictures” produced, according to Martin van Creveldt, by “this socializing of
military history”.

Certainly there are a “historical thought” and a “historical science”, that is
to say a cultural attitude and a method common to all historical disciplines: it
is therefore correct, even if somewhat pleonastic, to define military history as
a “specialized discipline of historical science , as a working group of the
Bundeswehr Historical Service (MGFA) chaired by Heinz Hiirten (1928-
2018) did in 1976. But “historical science” is by no means equivalent to
“general history”.

There can be no history that, however vast, complex, global, and perhaps
“universal”, “of future” or even "’big”, is not in reality specialized, except in
relation to the object at least for the purpose. The history of historiography
and the less frequented history of “historical thought” (in the sense defined
by Santo Mazzarino) are also. In reality, the only key in which it is possible
to conceive a “general” history is the eschatological one of sacred history and
the philosophy of history, not by chance antagonized by the relative critical
historiography.

“Object” and “purpose”. What specificity of military history?

The “pigeonhole” of military history in the general history clears the field
of any epistemological complication. Reduced to part of a whole, the problem
is reabsorbed by the general epistemology of the historical method.

But what then is the specificity of the discipline based on? The answer,
equally self-evident, is that it is based on the specificity of its “object”,
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namely “the military”. So what is the “specificity” of the military based on?
Corvisier declares himself “historian of military (people)”, not “military
historian”. The history of behavior, power, ideology of a social group — the
military like doctors, lawyers, physicists — is certainly important, but it is not
enough to understand its function.

In fact it is impossible to conceptually delimit a field of research using a
noun adjective as a substitute for a noun that, not surprisingly, no language
has ever been able to coin. The adjective “military” can be applied to a very
large number of nouns, from philately to music, including many nouns that
indicate real disciplines; not only, of course, those which designate the
technical applications of the exact sciences, but all the human disciplines:
medicine, geography, law, economics, politics, art, sociology, philosophy,
psychology, theology ... because there is no faculty or human activity that is
not invested by war and cannot be exploited as a war factor and also
specifically military, perhaps starting right from antimilitarism and research
on peace.

Finally, for almost half a century, all human sciences other than history
have begun to investigate the history of their military applications, up to Yves
Lacoste’s provocative but insightful thesis that La géographie, ca sert,
d’abord, a faire la guerre (1976). It is only necessary to clarify that a history
of military medicine or of spiritual assistance to the armed forces is not the
same as a military history of the health service or of the religious factor in the
cohesion of troops. What makes them different is the different interest (focus,
purpose, recipient) of the research and therefore the type of sources it must
use and the knowledge it presupposes in the scholar. It is therefore on the
purpose, not on the object, that the specificity of a properly “military” history
is based, or should be based. And it is clear that, since the military is a simple
modality of politics, the purpose of properly “military” history cannot be
anything other than a “political” purpose.

The debate on the content, methods and purpose of military history and its
relationship with history, military sciences and human and social sciences has
intensified and deepened. In the following pages, I have collected a
chronological list of relevant texts and events which I hope will benefit from
a better understanding.

Stachiewicz viene inoltre creata la Societa per lo studio della storia della difesa di
Leopoli e Province Sudorientali (Towarzystwo Badania Historii Obrony Lwowa i
Wojewo6dztw Potudniowo-Wschodnich). Nel 1932 Stachiewicz diviene collaboratore
delle Commissioni Storia e Militare dell’ Accademia polacca delle Arti e Scienze.

Nell’ «A propos», scrivono: “En France, le cursus universitaire dédié aux “War
studies” reste encore trop méconnu. Cette matiere, pluridisciplinaire, analyse des
conflits au moyen des facteurs économiques, sociaux et politiques. Il ne s’agit pas de
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relater pour présenter, mais d’expliquer pour comprendre. Car la polémologie, le nom
frangais des War Studies, permet, en éclairant le passé, de déceler des pistes & méme
de résoudre des problemes actuels, ou tout du moins, de les cerner. La polémologie
n’est pas que I’histoire militaire. Alors que la premiere est un savant mélange de
plusieurs disciplines pour comprendre les conflits, le second est avant tout une étude
factuelle des guerres passées et actuelles.
